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Research Goals

1) How do Canadians feel 
about the issues 
surrounding the legalization 
of doctor assisted death? 

2) What parts of debate are 
they concerned with, and 
who is most likely to be 
concerned? 

3) Compare thoughts of 
communities most 
affectedñthe disabled and 
seniorsñas well as Quebec, 
which has direct experience 
with the issue.   

 

 

 

 



Methodology  
Å The research involved a national survey of the general 

population of 950 Canadian adults in both English and 
French, including 250 Canadians who self identify as 
being either physically or mentally disabled, and a 
targeted oversample of 200 seniors.  

Å Data otherwise reflect the Canadian census with respect 
to age, gender and region.  

Å All respondents are members of the Angus Reid Forum 
online panel.  

Å The survey was fielded March 7 ð March 14, 2016. 

Å The questionnaire was designed by Public Square in 
conjunction with LifeCanada.  

Å The survey consisted of a total of 46 discrete questions, 
with a median respondent completion time of 12.4 
minutes.   
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Interest in Doctor Assisted Suicide  

Percentage of Issue Interest 

Canadians show considerable interest in the subject of doctor assisted death or suicide, 

with 66% saying that that they would definitely or probably read about it .  
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Issue Interest by population  
Not surprisingly, the disabled are somewhat more interested, as are seniors.  
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Familiarity with Doctor Assisted 

Death 

In recent months there has been considerable public discussion of òdoctor-assisted 

death.ó Would you say you are very familiar, somewhat familiar, not very, or not at all 

familiar with the issues surrounding assisted death? 

Close to 8 in 10 say that they are very or somewhat familiar with the issue surrounding

Liberal and Green party supporters are more likely to find DAD morally acceptable; 

compared with Conservative or NDP supporters and non-voters.    
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Legality: Identifying  Circumstances 
While  71% of those surveyed believe doctor assisted death should be legal under various  

circumstances or with strict limits, that group overwhelmingly (7 out of 10) wants to 

restrict doctor assisted suicide to only the terminally ill  



When should it be legal? 
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Are there any circumstances in which it should be legal for a 

doctor or nurse to administer lethal means to end a patientõs life?  
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Access vs. Protecting the vulnerable 
Half of the population places greater importance on protecting the vulnerable, rather 

than providing access to assisted death 



Who is Vulnerable? 
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Responsibility for ensuring protection  

If doctor assisted suicide were to become legal ê who should be responsible to ensure 

that those who may be vulnerable are protected? 
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The majority of Canadians want an independent committee or two or more 

medical professionals to be involved to ensure that the vulnerable are protected. 

Only 6% feel that the physician approached should be responsible.   



Who should administer?  
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More than half say that only a doctor should be allowed to administer a lethal dose

Interestingly, the province that has arguably the most experience with DAD is 

also more likely to want strict limits

Only 35% of Canadians feel that medical professionals should be obligated 

to assist in death, if it is opposed to their morality, and only 32% feel that 

religious hospices should also be required regardless of their religious beliefs 

 

65% of Canadians say that MPs should base the decision to support 

legislation on their constituents , and only 9% say they should follow their 

party  

44% of Canadians believe that assisted death is in conflict with the 

Hippocratic oath,  to cause no harm, and 37% see assisted death as a means 

for governments to reduce health care costs
